BIO: Tere Chad (b. 1990) is a Chilean artist and curator whose practice focuses on collective
sustainable practices and the cultural values of the Global South. She holds an MA in Sculpture
from the Royal College of Art, London (2020), and an MA in Art and Science from Central Saint
Martins, University of the Arts London (2018). In 2020 she was awarded a UK Global Talent
Visa and in 2025 became a trustee of the Royal Society of Sculptors. Chad has worked across
more than 15 countries, exhibiting in over 70 international exhibitions and installing works in
public spaces in the UK, Italy and Mexico. She has curated over 20 exhibitions and coordinated
large international collaborations. Her projects often involve participatory and community-
based practices, including the textile initiatives Threading Organisms, Spinning Pilgrimage,
Mending Voids and Woven Hug. Her major project Neo Norte has been developed
internationally, including its fifth edition at the Memorial da América Latina in Sao Paulo,
Brazil. Chad is currently working for her first permanent public art piece which will be unveil
in London this year. Chad also works extensively with educational institutions worldwide.
